
Guaracha Waltz   (aka Spanish Waltz)
1820s
Formation: 3 couple longways, with 1st couple improper 
Music: 6 x 32b Waltz
Step: Waltz step used throughout, with Men starting on Left and Women on Right

1st & 2nd couples: Right & Left Through with hands (forward waltz steps);

1st couple take inside hands and dance down the centre of the set;

Turning inward, change hands, and return with same steps back to place;

Waltz Pousette (English style);

Repeat
 1st couple repeats all the above with 3rd couple, EXCEPT on the last 4 bars, both the 
‘end’ couples turn half way and the middle couple turns all the way;

Repeat the above 64 bars twice, so that each couple in turn lead the dance as 1st couple. (2x64b)

Note: Waltz Pousette (Push & Pull - English style)

1st and 2nd couples take both hands (with elbows bent and ladies hands placed on men’s upturned palms).

Both men waltz 2 steps towards outside of the set pushing their partners in front of them.  They move in a diagonal direction, the 1st couple inclining towards the bottom of the set and the 2nd towards the top.

Both couples now move into the other couples’ places with the men waltzing backward pulling their partners after them.  They will move diagonally as before.
