1st couple: Waltz the Set (this is a circular waltz ‘visit style’, with a little bob/curtsy 
to each couple in turn);

Waltz Chain ‘daisy chain style’ 

(hands crossed, balance ‘out’ & ‘in’ (2b), then man turns lady under right hand as he 
performs one natural (clockwise) turn and she turns anticlockwise, passing onto the 
man behind her partner (2b). Repeat until partners are met half way round.

Waltz to places;

Waltz the Hall by ‘unwinding the sets’ (ie following 1st couple, who dance around 
the set, then out to flow into a Circular Waltz round the hall).
